PLANNING - Make Contact

c) Schedule your visit early in the school year

e) Speak to the school to confirm whether any additional requirements are needed

PREPARE YOUR PRESENTATION

a) Make sure that your messages are simple, appropriate
and easy to understand

b) Limit yourself to no more than 45 minutes - plus any
follow up time with parents, screenings etc. - and
involve your participants as much as possible

c) Review your needs (computer, projector, screens etc.)
with your contact person ahead of time and ensure they are in
working order prior to commencement
